MEMBER’S REPORT

Bill Weber brought forward the matter of the Patch for Patch program to combat fentanyl abuse initiated in the area by the Sarnia Police Service.  The Board discussed the need for supportingthis effort.
Moved by B. Weber, seconded by S. Miller THAT WHEREAS the Patch 4 Patch Program was initiated to address Fentanyl abuse by requiring prescription holders to return used patches at pharmacies for refills;
AND WHEREAS the Patch 4 Patch Program has proven successful in other communities, such as North Bay and St. Thomas;
AND WHEREAS the death rate from Fentanyl overdoses in Sarnia-Lambton is four times the provincial average;
AND WHEREAS the Sarnia Police Service is initiating a Patch 4 Patch Program to protect the citizens of Sarnia-Lambton;
BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED THAT the Lambton Group Police Services Board supports the Patch 4 Patch Program for Sarnia-Lambton;
AND FURTHER THAT this resolution be forwarded to the Ontario Association of Police Services Boards for distribution to all Police Services Boards in Ontario for consideration of this program in their own communities.
